LPTI provides trainees with basic training to qualify for the role of Personal Bodyguard (P.B) It includes organizing and protecting all persons liable to be attacked, or threatened by physical or psychological dangers. It is an occupation that demands a very intensive and professional learning programme, daily training, specialization and a commitment from all trainees.

Close armed protection has been in existence throughout history and will continue in the future., During this time it has developed into a highly technical and professional organization whose central role embodies high risk and whose demands are extremely rigorous. This profession is open to people from all social categories.

The Personal Bodyguard represents, above all a highly qualified professional in Security, trained physically as well as mentally to react in critical situations.. The characteristics of the role require persons of high moral character, with highly developed physical and mental conditions. They will be well balanced and emotionally stable, and mentally prepared to face hostile situations. They will become highly experienced in the skills and requirements of the job through in-depth training and by continually questioning and feed back.

The future Bodyguard will initially be trained in basic technical knowledge. Discipline, organization, experience, personality and ‘know-how’ will provide him/her with the skills leading to professional qualification and recognition. The Diploma given by LPTI is recognized internationally. The company has contacts on all continents. and has numerous bodyguards in highly sensitive areas. Training is given by the best instructors from the US and European Special Forces. Our training is one of the best adapted in the bodyguard profession. We remind future trainees that this profession is very dangerous and that the slightest false move could have severe consequences.(Death or life prison sentences).

Why a short term training course?
Our Personal Bodyguard courses are short term because they are based essentially on 90% highly intensive practical training

30% personal physical protection, Krav-Maga, combat sports, combat shooting

60% specialized practical training, tactics, strategy, Personal Bodyguard techniques, escorting, analysis

10% theory, basic technical knowledge and specifics to the profession. (terrorism, explosives, materials etc…)

The intensive practical training will allow future trainees to experience real life situations and learn how to react appropriately and efficiently in a crisis.

The trainees are subjected to extreme operational conditions.

LPTI’s motto ”Difficult training, easy mission” demonstrates the importance of practical training throughout the courses.

‘Worst scenario realism’ simulations is designed into LPTI’s programmes and is supervised efficiently by its professional training staff. This practical approach confirms that the trainees have the aptitude to perform the role of Personal Bodyguard and enables physical and mental evaluation to happen during training. Also, it instils in them the importance of team work, cohesion ,and the ability to discriminate which will allow the trainees to analyse situations rapidly, wisely and skilfully.

Selection Tests 

Trainees who have a CV or past professional experience, will be exempt from selection tests for LPTI’s training courses.

Final Exam

All training courses will finish with an exam. The trainees must obtain a score of 12/20 in order to pass and receive the LPTI Diploma. They are marked on each module and will have to re-sit the exam until they achieve the required grade. 
Why 5 levels of training?

5 levels of training are designed to provide trainees with specific thematic qualifications at each level culminating in an overall professional security qualification for those who successfully complete all levels.

Level 1 is based on the discovery and familiarization of the Personal Bodyguard profession.

Level 2 is based principally on the knowledge required to understand the personal bodyguard role. Instruction consists of theory and high level practice, and teaches how to protect a person offensively.

Level 3 is based on specialization.

This module is accessible to those who have already completed level 2 or have this level of experience. Once this module has been undertaken, the trainees will have acquired in depth knowledge, specialization in the security profession and will be prepared to tackle and manage critical situations.

Level 4 is based on training in extreme conditions throughout the world in sensitive zones. 

Level 5 is a module reserved for teaching and instruction. It allows the protector to practise modern teaching methods within the training centre. This level is very demanding.

What are the career prospects after the Training Course?

The trainees, having obtained the required grades, will be registered in our company files and will be called upon as and when needed.

The trainees will also receive all relevant documents relating to their capacity to be a personal bodyguard.
